MGO Road to Wealth is the portfolio management program designed for personal assets,
IRA’s, IRA Rollovers, Roth IRA’s, Trusts and other investment portfolios. Individuals can
choose to have the many assets that comprise personal wealth actively managed by the
professional investment advisors of Moskal Gross Orchosky.

MGO Investment Advisors conduct a thorough analysis of current assets and determine the
best allocations and account registrations for an individual to capitalize on the market, tax law
and their own personal income needs. The analysis includes MGO recommendations and a
plan to achieve investment goals.

The annual investment advisory fee for service typically begins at 1% of portfolio assets and
declines as assets increase.” The program offers retail mutual funds without front or back
loads. Each portfolio has a weighted underlying fund expense ratio generally ranging from
0.32% to 1.37%. Please be aware that when portfolios are rebalanced the potential exists for
nominal short term trading fees imposed by the mutual funds. An annual minimum contract
maintenance fee of $50 may apply.

A participant can terminate service at any time by submitting a written request to MGO
Investment Advisors. There are no penalties associated with terminating services.

There are 6 core portfolio ranging in risk tolerance from lower equity to higher equity
allocations. There are also 7 themed portfolios.

MGO personal portfolios are selected and monitored for change by the MGO investment
committee, which meets periodically to discuss funds and allocations. The investment
committee has over 100 years of combined investment experience and includes: Michael
Moskal, Ronald Gross, Paul Orchosky, Ted Triska, Lisa Peterson and Scott Lepa.

MGO invests through Trust Company of America. Trust Company offers over 10,000 mutual
funds. MGO Portfolios managed through Trust Company of America offer purchases at Net
Asset Value (no loads).

A comprehensive communication plan is in place that will update investors on a regular basis
relative to their portfolio and overall markets.

Investor assets can be divided between multiple portfolios to create a custom designed
investment strategy that meets income and earnings needs.

Since 1972 Trust Company of America has been protecting assets of investors worldwide. As
an independent custodian, Trust Company ensures the safekeeping of client assets by
managing, tracking, and holding title to actual securities.

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Methodology

Sir John Templeton, founder of Franklin Templeton Investments, once said:

“To buy when others are despondently selling and to sell when others are avidly buying requires the
greatest fortitude and pays the greatest ultimate rewards.”

MGO Investment Advisors uses a similar contrarian approach to investing. MGO buys funds that provide strong
long-term value prospects while others are selling them at a discount. MGO sells overvalued, overpriced funds while
investors are still buying at a premium. Buy low, sell high.

Our value based investment strategy is two-fold, involving technical analysis and fundamental analysis. The analysis
is then incorporated into the theories of Nobel Prize winning economist Harry Markovitz as well as Nobel Prize
winning economist William Sharpe to create a portfolio that maximizes return potential while minimizing portfolio risk
based upon investor risk tolerance -or- incorporating Modern Portfolio Theory.

In creating portfolios, fundamental analysis involves a proper identification of the market cycle. The stock market is
cyclical in nature and while investor sentiment will never allow the market to prescribe to an exact science, equity
asset classes will come into favor at different stages of the market cycle. From a market peak to a market low, there
is always an asset class that is outperforming the overall market. MGO attempts to determine these asset classes.
Identifying the stages of a market cycle and overweighting the proper market sectors can aid in maximizing returns.
Identifying stages in the market cycle involves evaluating the external market environment and properly gauging the
attitude of investors.

Fundamental analysis also takes into account the managers of the underlying investments. Appropriate manager
tenure and the support of a skilled team of research analysts create funds that invest in the appropriate stocks with
little stock overlap (stock overlap - holding the same stock in multiple portfolios, reducing diversification).
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Methodology

Relying solely upon fundamental analysis does not give an accurate assessment of a portfolio. Technical analysis is
a cornerstone of prudent investing. MGO Investment Advisors investment selections are based on:

Expense Ratio: Keeping the expenses of underlying funds in the portfolio within acceptable ranges of the
appropriate benchmark.

Sharpe Ratio: Developed by Nobel Laureate William Sharpe, the Sharpe Ratio gauges whether a fund is
generating an appropriate return based on the amount of risk that the fund has undertaken.

Information Ratio: Quantifies the value added or subtracted by a fund’s manager versus the appropriate
benchmark.

Performance: The total underlying investment return over a group of historical periods.

Performance Consistency: Determining if long-term returns are consistent or skewed by one outstanding
period of performance. Long term return consistency without style drift (i.e. investing in stocks of asset
classes other than the specific asset class for which the fund is intended) is the hallmark of a good
investment.

Selection Returns: A fund manager's performance relative to a benchmark.

A delicate blend of technical and fundamental analysis allows MGO to manage 401(k) accounts in a manner
designed to capitalize upon current market trends while not exposing assets to excessive risks.

Disclosure of Business Continuity Plan

Our firm’s policy is to respond to a Significant Business Disruption (SBD) by
safeguarding employees’ lives and firm property, making a financial and operational
assessment, quickly recovering and resuming operations, protecting the firm’s books and
records, and allowing our customers to transact business.

Our plan anticipates two kinds of SBDs, internal and external. Internal SBDs affect only
our firm’s ability to communicate and do business, such as a fire in our building.
External SBDs prevent the operation of the securities markets or a number of firms, such
as a terrorist attack, a city flood or a wide-scale regional disruption.

In the event of an SBD we have the capability to conduct business from the homes of the
shareholders and management staff of parent company Moskal Gross Orchosky Inc. All
home offices are provided with: computer, fax machine, telephone and remote access to
systems and internet/email capabilities.

Clients have direct access to their accounts by calling the investment company with
which their assets are held directly themselves. The phone number can be found on the
confirmation statements, generated on a quarterly basis, by the investment company. The
investment company can process the transactions for the account owner. Most of the
investment companies have web sites with which account information can be accessed
and trades processed. Clients with direct access to the investment company include the
plan sponsor of Qualified Retirement plans and Individual Retail Clients. Participants of
Retirement Plans should contact their plan sponsor to determine if they have direct access
to their accounts via the investment company.
